The Vision for the Future  
By Vaile Scott 

The Sarasota Sailing Squadron has a Long Range Plan 
which was prepared by Bill Niblock, the Rear  
Commodore, and was adopted by the Board of Directors 
in 2010.   

The document spells out ,in some detail, the goals for 
the future maintenance and development of the Squad-
ron. The highlights of this Long Range Plan are included 
in this article for the purpose of initiating a discussion with 
m em bers  o f  t he  Sq ua dr on  ab o u t  t he  
significance of this plan and the importance of member-
ship participation in the overall planning and execution 
process.    

The May issue of the Burgee will continue this discus-
sion with an interview with Bill Niblock which will focus on 
key  issues relating to the implementation of this Long 
Range Plan.  Readers are encouraged to join in with let-
ters to the editor expressing their thoughts, ideas and 
concerns.  Excerpts from the Long Range Plan  
follow. 

SQUADRON FACILITIES & RESOURCES  

 1) Completion of Past Planning and Construction 

Efforts.  

The groundwork laid in the notable Long Range Plans 
of 1986 and 1994 have been effectively carried out, in-
cluding the initial building ñprogramò of 1990 when the 
Pavilion was constructed, a second floor added onto the 
Education Building and Stone House completely remod-
eled.  The Education Building had been completed earlier 
in 1987 and its design and that of the Pavilion guided the 
architecture of the next building phase during which the 
Clubhouse Restrooms and kitchen were built, followed by 
the Office addition and later Porch addition, built in 1998-
99.  Other notable planned projects were the fire-line to 
support the dock additions, the work area and toxic waste 
holding system, and the Bar-B-Queue Building.  Later the 
small boat storage sheds were built, rounding-out what 
we have on-site today. 

2) Facility Maintenance  

  Now and in the future, the Squadron shall remain 
committed to the preservation of these and yet-to-be-built 
facilities through a planned maintenance program.  The 
planned program should be created, monitored and exe-
cuted by management, hereinafter referred to as the 
ñMaintenance Planò. 

Likewise, the grounds and roadways require constant 
attention by management.  Roadway maintenance must 
be improved over that of recent years.   

Our docks shall be maintained in the manner to which 
they are accustomed.  The dock to the dinghy ramp has 
been deemed hazardous and should be replaced immedi-
ately.  Docks shall be part of the Maintenance Plan. 

The toxic waste holding tank shall be pumped and 
cleaned professionally.  The holding tank has been out-of
-service and shall become a part of the Maintenance 
Plan. 

3) Existing Facilities issues  

Previously issued studies of the Squadronôs dock struc-
ture have determined that the Main Dock should be re-
placed.  Management has issued an RFP for this work, to 
be undertaken in the spring of 2011. 

The roofing of the pavilion requires replacement with 
metal roofing to match that of the recent construction of 
the clubhouse.  Metal roofing will provide a dependable 
long-lasting roof and unify the campus.  The Bar-B-Que 
Building will require re-roofing likewise in the next 5 
years.   

The electrical system has been patched for years and 
requires analysis and to be re-designed by an electrical 
engineer, ultimately leading to the re-furbishing of our 
electrical systems.  The analysis and planning of the elec-
trical system upgrades should consider sustainable op-
tions and technology. 

The lighting of the site has been deemed inadequate 
and requires analysis and redesign by a lighting engineer, 
ultimately leading to re-spacing, additions and re-
placement of site lighting fixtures.     

The Security Systems shall be analyzed annually in 
order to provide 24 hour access to the site by the mem-
bership, yet provide a secure site environment, also 24 
hours a day.  Membership ñcard-swipeò access systems 
have been proposed for entry-gate control.  The perime-
ter fencing at the New Pass Seawall and the SE beach 
require analysis and attention. 

4) New Facilities  

 During the building programs of the late 1990's a 
ñmeeting roomò ï i.e., a space separated from the Club-
house, elevated, air conditioned, made handicap ac-
cessible by an elevator, to be built to accommodate the 
Squadronôs larger meetings and events (was pro-
posed).This room could be rented for sponsored events 
much the same way the Pavilion is rented today.  It was 
also discussed that the building would have a second 
floor Race Committee office, and apartment for a live-in 
watchman / maintenance employee on the lower level 
as well as under-building  parking for the golf-cart, and 
storage for other equipment.  The building will incorpo-
rate ñsustainableò design concepts wherever possible. 

b) The need for an additional space adjacent and ac-
cessible from the office for conference room / over-flow 
office has been proposed. 

A building committee, chaired by the Rear Commo-
dore, should be established to study the potential 
needs and feasibility of these projects.  

c) The Sailing Squadron should develop and memori-
alize a written plan of action for storm conditions prepa-
ration. 
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5) Conceptual activities and new facilities in the future. 

This Long Range Plan in Part 2, sub 4 (not included in 
this summary) suggests that community involvement and 
Squadron revenues may both be increased in the future 
by providing recreational services to non-members, as 
well as storage and operational services to new-member 
ñkayakersò and other local ñsilent water sportsò enthusi-
asts. 

These concepts imply that the Sailing Squadron, while 
continuing to operate as the Sailing Club that we now 
know, will provide, on-site, a building and launching site 
for the above-mentioned ñsilent water sportsò enthusiasts. 

It is proposed that this future facility take its place along 
the Southern fence between the beach and the Radio 
Station property.  A building at this location would provide 

access and parking for the patrons in park, entering the 
facility through the current SE gate near the beach.  This 
building would provide office, restrooms, storage for the 
Squadronôs fleet of teaching sailboats and member kayak
-storage. 

Should these concepts develop further to fruition, the 
viability of both the Squadron-staffed ñSailing Centerò and 
the Squadron-staffed ñSilent Water Sports Centerò for the 
storage and operation of new-member equipment at the 
SE corner of the site may justify a proposal for the pro-
ductive use of the Radio Station property by the Sailing 
Squadron for the expansion of these community services. 

The Board of Directors and the Membership should 
discuss these concepts for future growth as presented in 
this Long Range Plan.

Biography of a Sailor  

 My name is Ravi Parent and I am a youth sailor on the 
Sarasota Youth Sailing race team. I mainly sail Lasers, 
420s, and recently have been enjoying some multihull 
sailing. I began sailing with the Sarasota Youth Sailing 
program at the age of 10, initially joining through the sum-
mer sailing program.  I quickly fell in love with the sport. 
During my first months on the Green fleet opti race team I 
learned about the rules of sailing, dealing with different 
sailing conditions, and about racing. After competing in 
three regattas in the Green fleet and winning the third 
one, I moved up to the Red White and Blue class. At 
practices I now learned how to make my boat move 
faster, how to beat other boats tactically, and about pro-

tests. Learning the rules became a major part of my sail-
ing practices and this has greatly benefited me.    

 As a Red White and Blue opti sailor I qualified for the 
USODA Team Trials where I competed against high level 
sailors for positions on the Opti National and Develop-
ment teams. At these trials I qualified to be on the Devel-
opment team.  Later that year, at the Midwinter Champi-
onships in New Orleans, I qualified for the 2009 South 
American Championship in Salinas, Ecuador.  
This was my first event where I would travel out of the 
country to compete, and it was a great learning experi-
ence for me. I learned about different cultures, met peo-
ple from all over South America, Central America, 
France, and Canada, and got to see how people in other 
countries lived their lives. At the next team trials I quali-
fied for my second international event which was the 
2009 British National Championship in Larges, Scotland. 
At this event I greatly improved all of my sailing skills, as I 
had to deal with major currents and the frequently  
changing Scottish weather.  

 This was my last optimist event as at the end of the 
summer of 2009 I began sailing in the laser class. 

Sailing Over Here and Over There

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 In the laser class I soon realized how much more com-
petitive and athletic sailing really was. I learned a lot in 
the first few months, including how to stay physically fit 
and more on tactics and rules. At first I competed locally 
but in the fall of 2009 I won the District 13 championship 
in the 4.7 class. After that event I attended larger and 
quite competitive regattas. I sailed in the 2009 Orange 
Bowl Championship in Miami (10

th
 place), the 2010 Mid-

winter Championship in Clearwater (3
rd

 place), the 2010 
Gulf Coast Championship in Kemah, Texas (2

nd
 place), 

and the 2010 North American Championship also in 
Kemah, Texas (8

th
 place). These were my last 4.7 events, 

as I then moved up into the Radial class. At practices I 
now learned how to handle stronger winds, improved my 
starting techniques, and began learning about weather 
and why the wind does what it does.  

In the Radial class I competed in the SAISA Cressy 
High School Championship Qualifier in St Petersburg, 
and the 2010 District 13 Championship at Lake Eustis, 
where I placed 4

th
.  

I have also enjoyed competing in 420 high school sail-
ing.  As an 8

th
 grader I sailed for St. Stephenôs school and 

during 9
th
 grade I started a sailing team at Southeast High 

School.  These sailing events helped build stronger 
friendships between me and the other members of my 
sailing team and added another practice day to my sailing 
schedule. Currently I am a freshman at Southeast High 
School in the International Baccalaureate (IB) program 

and am trying to recruit and interest other students in sail-
ing. 

 I have really enjoyed adding multihull sailing to my 
plans this year.  I look forward to competing in the Laser 
Gulf Coast Championship in St Petersburg in April.  I 
hope to attend the US Youth Multihull Championships, 
the Laser North Americans and US Youth Championships 
this summer.  I always enjoy sailing and cruising with my 
family as well.
