 The 2011 budget has 
been approved by the Board 
of Directors.  It looks a lot like 
the 2010 budget which was 
pretty accurate.  We came in 
about 8% short of projected 
income last year but were 
able to push expenses down 
accordingly and actually in-
creased projected net reve-
nue fivefold to $25,504.  This 
is after depreciation of fixed 
and physical assets. 

 For 2011 we antici-
pate an annual income of 
$485,375 which comes from 
member dues, storage fees 
and private parties.  This is 
roughly what it takes to run 
the club as we are only antici-
pating another small surplus 

by year end. 

 As you can see, our revenue doesnôt allow us to 
save much money for capital projects.   While we have 
cash on hand in the form of CDôs a lot of this money will 
be spent on planned projects this year like the main 
dock replacement.    

 This brings to light a couple of issues.   

 First and foremost these numbers show how we 
cannot run the club without substantial volunteer efforts.  
Each member is responsible for 8 hours per year and to 
facilitate your involvement we have reestablished Satur-
day work parties.   

 The third Saturday of each month between 9 
and 12 will be an opportunity for members to perform a 
variety of specified chores on property.  Direction will be 
provided and itôs a good idea to bring your own work 
gloves.   The next Saturday work party is February 19

th
 

ñsponsoredò by the Youth Sailing Program.  This sets an 
appropriate precedent and I would ask other groups to 
consider sponsoring & organizing these events. 

 Another thing a ñskinny budgetò reminds us of is 
itôs critical to control costs but probably inevitable weôll 
need to increase revenue in the coming years.  There 
are a variety of ways to do this including increasing 
membership and participation, making room for more 
boats and people, encouraging more private parties and 
of course increasing dues and storage fees. 

 My only intention in mentioning this is to keep it 
on everyoneôs radar screen so there are no surprises 
late this year or in 2012.  The really good news is our 
rate structure with the City was unchanged in our new 
lease which runs until November 2035.   

 Iôll be 71 years old but that would still make me 
younger than just about every single Ball Buster at the 
club for Wednesday work parties.

 Orange Bowl International Youth Regatta was 
held in Miami, FL on December 27-30, 2010. The event 
was hosted by Coral Reef Yacht Club and co- hosted by 
Biscayne Bay Yacht Club, Shake-A-Leg Miami and the 

US Sailing Center-Miami.  A 
total of 665 sailors between 
the ages of 8 to 18 from 21 
countries and 23 states par-
ticipated in the four day 
event. Orange Bowl is one 
of the largest Junior Olym-
pic Regattas in the United 
States with 562 boats in 6 
classes racing in Biscayne 
Bay.  

 Sailors from Sarasota have been participating in 
Orange Bowl Regatta for several years. Last December 
two coaches and fourteen sailors attended this great 
event. The largest fleet was Optimist R/W/B with 218 
boats. This Optimist fleet was divided in 4 colors with 
starts of two divisions at a time. Nico Schultz finished in 
34 place, Stephan VerHulst in 91, Aaron Burnett in 117, 
Trevor Stone in 154, Laim Donoghue 184, Ciara Dorsay 
198 and Maya Kwasniewski in 201. 

 In the Laser fleet 4.7 fleet there were a total of 
20 boats, Sophia Schultz finished in 8 place. Laser Ra-
dial with a total of 139 boats Jeremy Herrin finished in 

12, Brian Firth 18, Jason DôAgostino 32, Wendy Reuss 
36 and Christina Frost 42. In Laser Full Christopher 
Stocke finished in 11 in a fleet of 30 boats. In C420 Jack 
Famigliettiv / Jennifer La  Patourel finished in 74 in a 
fleet of 104 boats.

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SSS to Host Flying Scot  
Midwinters  

 Two years ago, the Squadron was awarded Fly-
ing Scot Midwinters on an alternating year basis. The 
first of these events will be March 7-11. We anticipate 50
-60 Scots from Texas to Wisconsin to New England (& 
several squadron boats) will participate in an 8 race se-
ries that will kick off with registration & measurement on 
Monday March 7

th
. Following the skippers meeting/

cocktail party on Monday eve we will have 2-3 races per 
day until the 8 races are completed. Racing is split into 
championship and challenger divisions with the skipper 
selecting which division to sail (though class rules re-
quire challenger division winners be kicked up into the 
championship division... for life). Racing will start just 
after noon each day unless we need to recover from 
weather delays. Each day will end with a sailorôs debrief 
where daily race winner trophies will be handed out and 
the top boats of the day will be sharing what worked and 
what didnôt for them that day. Dinners are of course 
planned.  

Volunteers needed  

 Past commodore Alan Broadribb has agreed to 
do PRO duties with a number of fleet and club sailors 
agreeing to help with regatta management. As with any 
other regatta we are in need of grounds help, bartend-
ers, BBQ cooks, and the usual odd jobs. In accordance 
with squadron custom a volunteer sign up board will be 
placed in the clubhouse at the end of January. There are 
a few additional needs we have for this regatta: 

Stake boats: 

 With the majority of participants traveling for this 
regatta, the class usually uses stake boats to help mark 
the course. For each day we need 2 larger boats 

(preferably sail) to anchor near the marks as instructed, 
fly identifying flag(s), & sit back and enjoy the races. Un-
fortunately this also requires relocating and re anchoring 
in the event that the race marks are moved. You can 
sign up for one day or the whole week. 

Photo boat driver: 

 One volunteer each day is needed to drive the 
photo boat per the photographerôs schedule (not the en-
tire race day). 

Launching assistance: 

 With the number of boats coming and going 
each day we will need some help on the launch ramp at 
the beginning and end of each day to get everyone in 
and off the water in a timely fashion. We would also like 
for a hoist operator so that sailors can focus on getting 
in and away from the hoist for the next boat.  

Dock Rules  

 With the number of boats launching & support 
boats docking every day, regatta dock rules will be in 
effect March 7-11. This does not include any weekend 
days so it should not impact our heaviest usage days. 
We greatly appreciate everyoneôs help in keeping the 
docks clear for the week. 

Parking  

 With the number of boats stored for the week, all 
inside parking space will be allocated. We ask that all 
parking be done outside from Monday through Friday. 
We will also be storing a number of boats outside the 
gate in the circle.

Boat Work Area  

The following rules must be adhered to while working in 
the Boat Work area:  

Any work that produces environmental pollutants must 
be done in the boat work area.  

Only Squadron members or their permitted contractors 
may use the boat work area for work on Squadron mem-
ber boats only. 

Any Squadron member or contractor performing work on 
behalf of a member must sign a boat work agreement 
and pay a deposit to the Manager before performing 
work.  

No children under the age of 12 are allowed in the boat 
work area.  

Use of loud, dust/debris-causing equipment or otherwise 
disruptive equipment is prohibited during major Squad-
ron events.  

Sandblasting and spray painting is allowed only if the 
vessel or affected area is fully tented with plastic or can-
vas.  

The Boat Work Area must be cleaned of dirt and debris 
after each use.   

All paints, solvents, supplies and equipment must be 
disposed of and used properly, neatly organized, and 
stowed daily.  The work site must be completely cleaned 
up after use.  

Barnacles must be swept up and disposed of in the ap-
propriate Squadron dumpster.  

No personôs boat may occupy the Boat Work Area for 
more than 14 consecutive days.  

Fees and deposits must be paid prior to commencing 
work.  See appropriate fee schedule.  

All required safety equipment will be supplied by mem-
ber or memberôs contractor in accordance with OSHA 
regulations.  

No boat may occupy both sides of the work area. 

 Failure to do so may result in the termination of 
a memberôs or his contractorôs privilege to use the boat 
work area.

 As part of our 
ongoing security im-
provements, we are 
installing underground 
fiber optic cables be-
tween our structures 
which will connect 
new, high resolution 
digital cameras in to 
our existing system. 

 The club will now have much greater surveil-
lance equipment in strategic locations and the fiber optic 
system will improve the performance of the currently in-
stalled cameras. 

  An added benefit will be the unused capacity of 
the fiber optic cables allowing the possible future devel-
opment of a variety of things like increased wireless foot-
print, expanded communications in other buildings be-
sides the main club house and maybe even front gate 
entry upgrades. 

  All we have in the budget this year is the instal-
lation of the fiber optic infrastructure and the cameras 
which were generously donated by member Nathan 
Needel who is the Vice President of Sales for Infinova, 
the supplier of the camera equipment.
