Hi, I'm Laurel Kaiser, for those who know me; you
do. For those who don't: I'm a native Sarasotan, local
business person and watersports coach/instructor and a
member of the Squadron since 2002. Before that | only
came to the Club for the Windsurfing Mid-Winters a couple
of times in the late 80's. Now, | spend most of my time on
the property in the winter and spring when it is windy and
I'm teaching and or kiteboarding on the sandbar and in the
early summer when I'm running windsurfing/stand up pad-
dle boarding camps for kids at Ken Thompson Park. Last
summer | spent nearly 40 days and 40 nights teaching
days and as the resident closer and cash collector at night
while we sorted out the weeks long rash of burglaries.

| have owned and operated Island Style Watersports on
the North Trail Since 1993 and I've made a career of
coaching Windsurfing and Kiteboarding. | became a U.S.
Sailing Windsurfing Instructor in 1987 and completed train-
ing for U.S. Sailing Instructor Trainer in 1998. More recent-
ly | have taken up kiteboarding and been certified by the
Professional Air Sports Association(PASA), since 2002.

The paddle sports that | teach, compete and do for per-
sonal recreation when the wind isn't blowing are kayaking,
surf skiing and now stand up paddle boarding | completed
the American Canoe Association(ACA), coastal kayaking
instructor course in 1994 and will be participating in the
ACA Stand Up Paddle Board Instructor certification pro-
gram this fall.

Club In The World", will make serving as the Education
Coordinator, a natural fit for me in serving the needs of the
Squadron in the coming year.
