And we
even made a little money on the event.

be too long before young master Kirschner is part of our
Youth Sailing Program. Many thanks to Gregg Knighton
who organized both VIP boats, which on this day was a
hot new model called the Moijito, and was built and pro-
vided by the Rivolta Group and skippered by Jeff Birn-
back who is due to be the next Commodore of the Sara-
sota Yacht Club.

The Squadron has been wrestling with security
expenditures this past year. $5,000 was budgeted at
the beginning of the year to upgrade lighting and secu-
rity cameras at the club. This year, we have a great
opportunity. Member Nathan Needel, who is Vice Presi-
dent Sales at Infinova, of Monmouth Junction, NJ, has
generously offered to donate equipment that his com-
pany sells in the amount of about $24,000. This con-
sists of high def cameras and recording gear and fiber
optic cables and connectors. This gear should not be
subject to the current ge
damage from frequent lightning strikes. And the im-
agery is of much higher quality. The downside is that
the installation requires the laying of underground fiber
optics and even with a good volunteer effort, it will still
cost the Squadron about $10,000. Total value of this
project if it were provided on the open market would be
about $45,000 or so. The Board of Directors voted to
allocate an additional $5,000 to bring the total up to a
$10,000 expenditure spread over two years. This is a

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great opportunity for us to upgrade and bring our
security system into the modern era for a fraction of the
cost we would incur if we had to shop this on the open
market. Installation is due to be complete in January
2011. Much thanks to Nathan and his company,
Infinova, for their generous gift to the Squadron.

This is his impression
given that we charge a nominal amount each year to
fund our o er ions and to provige Ionq range financin
dep olir' p )?SICGJ fatifity fHnCtdnal; %h‘% g
has no restrictions for membership and is open to aII.
There are no requirements for a new member to be
sponsored by an existing member, there is no member-
ship committee which seeks to restrict membership and
there are no other member background checks or other
restrictions. Yes, we charge a fee in order for someone
to enjoy the Squadron and its facilities. Is this any differ-
ent than a City run swimming pool which charges admis-
sion to get in and use the facility? The only difference |
can see is that we charge our fees annually whereas the
pool charges each time and for daily use.

It is possible that we could be happy making the
Squadron open to the public as a public facility without
charge. But it costs the Squadron almost half a million
dollars each year to operate the club and to put away a
little extra to insure funding is available for major future
projects. So, we might be willing to drop our require-
ment of charging our members for usage but will the City
then provide the roughly half mil per year in order to run
the Squadron? Could the City even do it for a half mil
without all of the volunteer efforts that are largely un-
counted towards our maintenance and upkeep costs?
Given the Cityds record of
annual expenditure of $250,000 | would think the City
would be likely to decline our offer to run the Sailing
Squadron anytime in the near term. Right now, the
Squadron nets the City over $40,000 per year and we
have never cost the City a nickel.

We are ready to rebuild some of our docks to a
tune of $175,000 or more. Without a long term lease,
how can the Board ask the members to fund this long
overdue maintenance project? The Squadron needs to
know that its investments in maintenance and new con-
struction can be amortized and enjoyed by its members
for a reasonable time into the future. Our past twenty
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year leases were certainly not unreasonable given that

over the years, we have invested in and built what is now

guess. Months have gone by, and we have had no re-

sponse from the State about our recommendations for
changes in the Temporary Use Authorization document
which was pretty close to what we believe we are willing
and able to sign, but not without a few modifications.

Apparently for all our efforts and concerns to help
the State resolve this problem, it is a low priority on their
agenda. But in the end, | believe that the Sarasota Sail-
ing Squadron is the best solution to the problem. Now if
only the State will return to the table and work through
this last relatively minor issue so that the Squadron and
its members can move forward and do the heavy lifting
required in order to provide at least one State approved
and fully compliant mooring field in Sarasota.

In addition, | have
been involved with negotiations with the City of Sarasota
with respect to lease negotiations and with FDEP with
respect to the proposed mooring field for the Squadron.
| feel that the coming year will be important to the future
of the Sarasota Sailing Squadron in the submerged
lands lease for the mooring field must be concluded
soon. There will undoubtedly be some new people in-
volved at the state level as a new governor will be
elected in November. This has always meant a shifting
of seats and new heads for such organizations as the
Florida Department of Environmental Protection . In the
past, this has led to delays both on our end, as a new
board has to come to understand these issues, and on
the State of Florida end as well.

In addition, | have knowledge of the activities of
the racing members of the Squadron and have been
able to effectively lead groups in the past, by uniting
them for the common good. In short, the racers need
the non-racing members to help them hold events and
this has sometimes been a gap in the past, as non-
racers need to be convinced of the need to help in order
to make these events function well to reflect on both the
Squadron and the City of Sarasota.
